• SBCI-WSIB and Absence Study Results, Keld Scott, Superintendent of

Business
K. Scott presented and reviewed the annual SBCI-WSIB reports provided to the

Board. He spoke to how the report is difficult to assess due to the size of our

Board, particularly when we only have one secondary school to report on. In

this case, two longer-term claims were a major factor in NCDSB’s results. K.

Scott further explained that due to the pandemic, SBCI provided data on sick

leave both before and after March 13, 2020 in hopes of providing a clearer

picture.

Highlights were presented including the average use of sick days per employee,

a decrease in short-term sick days and an increase in long-term sick days. The

presenter engaged in a short question and answer period with trustees.
